Long ago, as lumberjacks worked, they 
made up tall tales. Many of these tales 
were about Paul Bunyan. He was the 
biggest and strongest make-believe 
lumberjack of all!
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Most stories about Paul Bunyan were  
about his grown-up life. But some of 
the tales start with Paul as a baby. And 
what an amazing baby he was, or so 
the story goes!
